Louise Cattrell: A Landscape Tradition, Paintings 1989-1996

Louise Cattrell is a Scottish artist working in the East End of London. Her paintings represent memories of the Scottish landscape rather than any actual view, and thus summarise her personal associations and feelings for her native homeland.

The evolution of Louise Cattrell’s landscape style has been inevitably influences by the strong tradition of landscape painting in Scotland, and the vision of artists such as Alexander Nasmyth, William McTaggart, James Cowie and Joan Eardley have formed part of her ‘memory’ of her native homeland. “ Due to the wealth of landscape in Scottish collections,” she says, “I’ve had the opportunity to see the diverse ways in which a land can be represented by artists seeking to respond to the extraordinary landscape that is Scotland. Qualities of light on land and sea, and the constantly changing atmosphere, have inspired images that reflect the artists highly personal response to his or her chosen place,”

In association with Louise Cattrell, The Fruitmarket Gallery has drawn together a collection of key works representing 200 years of the Scottish landscape tradition. Showing in the lower gallery, these paintings have come from public and private collections, museums and galleries all over Scotland, and are intended to provide a contextual background to Louise Cattrell’s work.
