Nic Hess

The Fruitmarket Gallery is delighted to be hosting a solo exhibition of Swiss artist Nic Hess. Having shown widely in Europe and the USA, this will be his first exhibition in the UK. He will create a completely new work in the Fruitmarket’s upper gallery.

Born in Zurich in 1968, Swiss artist Nic Hess is rapidly becoming a well- known figure in the international art world. He uses very simple media to create large-scale wall-based collages made up of many tiny coloured shapes. Familiar brand names and logos from contemporary Western culture are places in an unusual context thus changing their meaning.

This specially commissioned installation will utilise internationally recognised motifs and images. However, Hess is also keen to ensure that the work has a local resonance and will consequently incorporate traditionally Scottish elements such as tartan, and symbols of Scottish shops and companies. As he explains, ‘I have never been to the UK before, so coming to Scotland is a real adventure and I hope to find some locally and nationally famous logos I can use. The Fruitmarket Gallery space is big enough to allow me to tell different stories independently, and maybe there will be some unexpected connections.’
