The Fruitmarket Gallery’s Open Studio Programme

Exhibition 7-29July 1990

The Fruitmarket Gallery’s third Open Exhibition takes place in Edinburgh 7-29 July, 1990. This year, to coincide with the exhibition, the Fruitmarket will stage its first ever Open Studies programme, throughout Scotland. Fifteen studios will participate- nine of these participants will be WASPS studios. See attached studio listing for full details.  The Open Studio programme will informally encourage the public to meet artists at work,  in their studios- the “behind the scenes” part of exhibition making. WASPS Director, Linda Galbraith is particularly pleased by the Fruitmarket Gallery’s initiative commenting, “the Fruitmarket’s Open Studios programme is a great opportunity for WASPS to show how our company works, throughout Scotland. We have twelve studios around the country, accommodating 500 tenants. I’ve always seen WASPS’ studios as the production side of the arts- the factory floor, if you like. To continue that economic analogy, galleries are the visual arts’ shop window. So it’s vital that nationally based studios like ours should establish good working relationships with international exhibition venues, of the Fruitmarket Gallery’s calibre. We’re delighted to have this opportunity of working together.”

Each studio will organise its own schedule, but in general, the tenant artists, designers and craftworkers will open their individual studios to visitors. There will also be special displays and workshops.
