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Fundamental to the work of Robert Maclaurin (b.1961), is a contemplation of presence. His source material is landscape. Yet rather than depicting actual locations, he represents the memories of experiences of times and places. Responding t a particular situation, he attempts to understand his own, and other’s, sense of existence. Although Maclaurin’s paintings have been shown extensively his notebooks have never been exhibited. The pictures included here are reproduced from his journals: drawings, postcards, clippings, writings and photographs which he has produced and collected while travelling. The works are private, intimate and experimental. Sometimes they are preparatory ideas for paintings, others are independent works. Always they are impressive for their freshness and intuition. The exhibition, presented as an installation specially created for the Fruitmarket Gallery, comprises of work produced on a recent visit to Turkey.

Maclaurin studied at Edinburgh College of Art. He presently lives and works in Edinburgh. The exhibition has been realised with the assistance of Canon Scotland Ltd.
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
