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This exhibition brings together a wide range of photography, video, painting and sculpture to explore notions of place, space and context, from landscapes to interiors. Selected from five French collections, the ‘FRACs du Grand Est’, it is presented simultaneously at The Fruitmarket Gallery and Dundee contemporary Art in the first ever collaboration between the two institutions. 


The exhibition includes work by major French and international artists, and offers an inspiring vision of the breadth and quality of contemporary art being collected by the FRACs, set up throughout France in 1983 to collect, commission and present the art of our times. Since their inception, they have mapped out a territory for contemporary art in France as resolutely international as it is local. With over 15,000 works by more than 3,000 artists held by the FRACs, they now provide an invaluable record of the recent history if contemporary art.
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
